The Café offers support to, as well as cultural, social, and educational activities that provide opportunities for Latinos to connect with others in the community.

Our mission is “to promote the availability of services and programs which contribute to stimulate the development, the sense of community, the social interaction, the leadership and the cultural values of the Hispanic and Latino community in the Golden Strip Area; through networking with governmental and community institutions, with the objective of improving the quality of life of the Latin-Americans families in South Carolina”
 Objective

To connect Hispanic families with available services in the CCS and in the community at large, while creating support networks between the families and the community organizations. We provide a healthy environment in which the families can share and increase their knowledge to support the development of their community.  

Services
 Café Cultura, in close collaboration with the CCS, offers the following free services:

 

· Translation, orientation and referrals to access governmental and non-governmental agencies.

· Homework tutoring for children attending elementary and middle school
· Social and cultural activities for the family (Latino Sunday at YMCA, Cultural Friday, Weekend at the Mountains at YMCA Camp Greenville, Fiesta Gourmet, etc.)
· Chats on health, nutrition, violence prevention, personal finances, children rearing, among others
· Primary health care
· Dental services 
· English as a second language 
· Emergency Relief Aid (food, help with paying bills, etc…)
· Life skills workshops (knitting, painting, music, etc) depending on volunteer availability
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
